TOWN PROFILE 
 

Norwalk CT is located forty miles northeast of New York City and 
borders Darien, New Canaan, Westport and Wilton in Fairfield 

County along the Long Island Sound. Norwalk was founded February 
26, 1640 and incorporated September 11, 1651. 

 

The City of Norwalk is a coastal City bounded on the north by New Canaan 
and Wilton, on the east by Long Island Sound and on the west by New 
Canaan and Darien. Norwalk is the sixth largest city in the state of 
Connecticut with a population of approximately 83,000. Roger Ludlow 
purchased land in what is now the present City of East Norwalk on February 
26, 1640, embracing the area of land lying between the Saugatuk and 
Norwalk Rivers. Not long after, Captain Daniel Patrick purchased an 
additional portion of land in what is known today as Norwalk.  

In 1776, Nathan Hale, disguising himself as a teacher, was rowed to British-
held Long Island and then on to New York to give a report to the British. 
Later, General William Tryon raided Norwalk with a combined force of over 
2,600 Hessian and British soldiers and burned the town down, leaving only 
six homes untouched. After the war, the citizens of Norwalk rebuilt the town, 
adding coastal trade, manufacturing and shipbuilding to their farm 
businesses. Norwalk citizens manufactured clocks, watches, paper, pottery, 
and nails, and hats. Oystering peaked between 1885 and 1910, going from 
public oyster beds to oyster farms. Today, the oyster business is booming in 
Connecticut. Currently, Norwalk is home to over 80,000 residents. 

 
Norwalk offers numerous shopping, dining and recreational opportunities in 
East Norwalk, historic South Norwalk (SoNo), Rowayton, Silvermine, 
Cranbury, Norwalk Center, and major centers on U.S. Route 1 and Route 7. 
Over the past ten years the community has undergone a revitalization that 
incorporates historical preservation and beautification, the creation of major 
office complexes, the improvement of Norwalk's extensive waterfront area, 
as well as the development of new retail, cultural and recreational offerings. 

Norwalk Among Top Rated Cities in U.S. 

AAA from all Three Major Rating Firms 
This past summer, Norwalk received AAA on its financial report card when all 
three principal credit rating agencies, Standard & Poor’s, Moody’s and Fitch, 
gave Norwalk the highest rating possible for its municipal bonds. The City 



shares this distinction with the U.S. government and only 32 other cities in 
the nation, making Norwalk one of the strongest cities financially in the U.S. 

The AAA rating is based on several criteria, including a City’s sound financial 
performance, low debt burden and sizeable and diverse tax base. The rating 
allows Norwalk to borrow money at a lower interest rate, facilitating various 
capital improvements, including $70 million slated for the City’s share of 
school-related projects. 

The top bond rating underscores what business leaders and area residents 
already know, that Norwalk is a vibrant retail, corporate and tourist center in 
Fairfield County. It is an attractive place to invest and do business with 
many regional and corporate headquarters and numerous manufacturing 
companies. Norwalk is home to such diverse companies as Diageo, Hewitt 
Associates, General Electric Commercial Finance, FactSet Research Systems, 
Northrop Grumman Norden Systems and Virgin Atlantic Airways. In recent 
years, Norwalk’s office vacancy rate has remained low and the City has led 
the County in terms of leasing velocity.
