SECTION 5- INDUSTRIAL ZONE M-4

5.05.100 Purpose and Intent

The purpose and intent of the M-4 zone is to encourage moderate to high density industrial and
commercial development. The land use mix is intended to be similar to the M-1 and M-3 zones,
but with development situated on smaller lots (one (1) acre minimum).

5.05.200 Permitted Uses

The following principal uses are permitted in Industrial Zone M-4 subject to conditions provided
herein and subject to obtaining Site Development Plan approval, if required, in accordance with
Avrticle X hereof.

5.05.260 Printing and/or publishing establishment.

5.05.270 Wholesale business.

5.05.280 Storage in bulk of, and warehouses for, such materials as building materials, clothing,
cotton, drugs, dry goods, feed, food, furniture, hardware, ice machinery, paint and paint supplies,
pipe, rubber, shop supplies, tobacco, or wood. If storage is to be provided outdoors, a planted or
natural buffer shall be provided between the items stored and the lot lines.
